One of the leading lights of the 1920s generation of artistically-motivated French filmmakers known as "impressionists," Marcel L'Herbier (1888-1979) wrote symbolist poetry before inaugurating a career in the cinema. Using such tools as subjective camera angles, soft focus, rhythmic editing, or superimposition to interpret his ideas in film, L'Herbier, like his contemporaries Abel Gance, Germaine Dulac, and Jean Epstein, staked his reputation on bold experimentation. If there is an area in which L'Herbier truly excelled it was his extravagant, modernist stylings and lavish settings such as the moat-encircled banquet hall and winter garden of L'Inhumaine.

Carlos Garza and Rich O’Meara formed Silent Orchestra to transport early cinema to a modern audience.  They draw from a wide range of influences and musical experience. With a passion for experimentation and improvisation, they seamlessly combine acoustic and electronic sounds with contemporary and traditional styles. By providing spontaneous and dynamic live performances, and making state of the art synchronized recordings, Silent Orchestra is expanding the art of classic silent film.
