Vancouver-born Nell Shipman (1892-1970) was star and director of a popular series of

wilderness adventure films in which she was often cast as a fearless woman. This program

features two Shipman adventures: Trail of the North Wind (1923, 18 minutes) and Something New (1920, 50 minutes), an exciting automobile race melodrama. A live musical score

is provided by Silent Orchestra. Tom Trusky, curator of Boise State University’s Nell Shipman film archive, introduces the program. 

Carlos Garza and Rich O’Meara formed Silent Orchestra to transport early cinema to a modern audience.  They draw from a wide range of influences and musical experience. With a passion for experimentation and improvisation, they seamlessly combine acoustic and electronic sounds with contemporary and traditional styles.
